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Abstract: The outbreak of the COVID-19 started from wuhan, hubei province in early 2020 and spread rapid-
ly, with the outbreak escalating and becoming a public health emergency of global concern. In this paper, starting
from the basic principles of public health ethics, for the public health behavior of the "Sealing city", "isolation"
"wear a mask" the prevention and control measures such as the thinking and reading, on the basis of analysis of the
prevention and control measures of public health ethics, and points out some measures of deficiency, in order to
guide the health organization more scientific and reasonable to develop and implement public health prevention and
control measures, precise and science to control. The authors also pointed out that Public Health Ethics should play

a greater role in the coping with public health events.
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
